E. Turner reminded the Committee that as they
brainstorm, they need to remember the City's staffing constraints and also the
development pressures that they may want to think about when prioritizing
properties for designation. A. Hart brought up the idea of applying for grants and
other creative solutions for additional capacity. E. Turner will summarize the
discussion and bring it back to the Committee for a second discussion at the next
meeting.

Background:

Under the City of Kawartha Lakes’ delegated authority by-law for the alteration of
designated heritage properties (By-law 2019-154), approvals for minor alterations to
properties designated individually under Part IV of the Act are delegated to staff in
consultation with the Kawartha Lakes Municipal Heritage Committee. Minor alterations
are defined in the by-law and include changes to the property including, but not limited
to, the replacement of exterior elements, additions, the construction of accessory
structures, hard landscaping, and the installation of utilities.

50 Victoria Avenue North is designated individually under the Ontario Heritage Act by
By-law 2022-081 which is a replacement for an older by-law. The by-law is attached to
this report as Appendix A. The property contains the former Lindsay Gaol which was
constructed in 1863 as the county jail. The building was designed by noted Toronto
architect William Storm who also designed the neighbouring Victoria County
Courthouse, now City Hall, and is a representative example of a mid-nineteenth century
jail in Ontario. The property currently houses the Kawartha Lakes Museum and
Archives, which leases the building, and is owned by the City of Kawartha Lakes.

50 Victoria Avenue North is currently undergoing a multi-year restoration project which
has been reviewed by the Committee in previous meetings. In 2025, Building and
Property staff are proposing the replacement of the current ramp and stairs on the
north side of the building that currently act as the primary entrance to the museum.
The ramp does not comply with current accessibility standards. Staff are proposing that
the ramp be redesigned to comply with accessibility standards. This will entail an
expansion of the ramp which will now wrap around the front of the north addition of
the property on the Colborne Street side. This addition is not original to the building
and was added in the twentieth century. The placement of the ramp in this location will
allow the barrier free parking on the Colborne Street side of the building to be
maintained while also supplying a ramp that meets current accessibility requirements.
An overall site plan of the restoration project is attached as Appendix B and a layout for
the new proposed ramp location is attached as Appendix C.

The proposed design will be presented to the Committee by Building and Property staff
at its February 6 meeting.

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Rationale:

Staff are supportive of the approval of this application. Generally, there has not been
support from the Committee or Heritage Planning staff for alterations to the property
which impact the Victoria Avenue North side of the property which is its main facade
and the traditional front of the building. However, in this case, the impact will only be
on the northern addition to the property and will not impact the visual symmetry of the
original jail building and which identified as a heritage attribute in the property’s
designation by-law. The proposed ramp design and location both support accessibility
for the building, through the ramp itself as well as the retention of the barrier free
parking, and will have minimal impact on the heritage attributes of the historic building.

There are no financial or operational impacts as the result of the recommendations of
this report. This project has been allocated funds through the 2025 Capital Projects
budget.

A By-law to repeal and replace Town of Lindsay By-law 2000-068 which
designates 50 Victoria Avenue North in the Town of Lindsay in the City of
Kawartha Lakes as being of Cultural Heritage Value or Interest under Part IV of
the Ontario Heritage Act.

Recitals

1.  Section 31 of the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.0. 1990, provides that the
Council of a municipality may repeal a by-law passed under Section 29
of the Act designating a property within the boundaries of the
municipality at Council’s initiative.

2. A Notice of Intention to Repeal By-law 2000-068 designating 50 Victoria
Avenue North, Town of Lindsay has been given in accordance with
Section 31 of the Ontario Heritage Act.

3.  No objection to the proposed repeal of the designating by-law has been
served on the Clerk of the City.

4. Section 29 of the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.0. 1990, provides that the
Council of a municipality may pass a by-law to designate a property
within the boundaries of the municipality as being of cultural heritage
value or interest.

5. A Notice of Intention to Designate 50 Victoria Avenue North, Town of
Lindsay described further in Schedule A, has been given in accordance
with Section 29 of the Ontario Heritage Act.

6. No objection to the proposed designation has been served on the Clerk
of the City.

7.  Council has consulted with its Municipal Heritage Committee.
8. Reasons for Designation are set forth in Schedule A.

Accordingly, the Council of The Corporation of the City of Kawartha Lakes enacts
this By-law 2022-081.

Section 1.00: Definitions and Interpretation

1.01 Definitions: In this by-law,

“City”, “City of Kawartha Lakes” or “Kawartha Lakes” means The
Corporation of the City of Kawartha Lakes and includes its entire
geographic area;

"City Clerk" means the person appointed by Council to carry out the
duties of the clerk described in section 228 of the Municipal Act, 2001;

“Council” or “City Council” means the municipal council for the City;

“Director of Development Services” means the person who holds that
position and his or her delegate(s) or, in the event of organizational
changes, another person designated by Council;

“Municipal Heritage Committee” means the Kawartha Lakes Municipal
Heritage Committee which makes recommendations to Council and is
established under Section 28 of the Ontario Heritage Act;

“Ontario Heritage Act” or “the Act” means the Ontario Heritage Act,
R.S.0. 1990, c. 0.18, as amended or any successor thereof;

“Property” means property as set out in Section 2.01.
Interpretation Rules:

(a) The Schedules attached to this by-law form part of the by-law, and are
enforceable as such.

(b) The words “include” and “including” are not to be read as limiting the
meaning of a word or term to the phrases or descriptions that follow.

Statutes: References to laws in this by-law are meant to refer to the
statutes, as amended from time to time, that are applicable within the
Province of Ontario.

Severability: If a court or tribunal of competent jurisdiction declares any
portion of this by-law to be illegal or unenforceable, that portion of this by-
law shall be considered to be severed from the balance of the by-law,
which shall continue to operate in full force and effect.

Section 2.00: Designation of Property

50 Victoria Avenue North, Town of Lindsay is designated as being of
cultural heritage value, as described further in Schedule A. This designation
shall not preciude alterations to the property but that any and all alterations
shall be in keeping with the original and present character of the property
and that no alterations to the property affecting its heritage attributes as
outlined in Schedule A shall be made without written consent from the City.

2.02 The City is hereby authorized to cause a copy of this by-law to be registered
against the property described above in the Land Registry Office.

2.03 The Clerk is hereby authorized to cause a copy of this by-law to be served
on the owner of the aforesaid property and on the Ontario Heritage Trust,
and to cause notice of the passing of this by-law to be published in a
newspaper with general circulation within the municipality.

Section 3.00: Enforcement, Offence and Penalties

3.01 Enforcement: This by-law may be enforced by every municipal law
enforcement officer and police officer.

3.02 Offence and Penalty: It is an offence for a person to contravene any
provision of this by-law, and every person who contravenes this by-law is guilty of
an offence and, on conviction, is liable to a fine in accordance with the provisions
of the Provincial Offences Act, the Ontario Heritage Act and to any other
applicable penalty.

Section 4.00: Administration and Effective Date

401 Administration of the By-law: The Director of Development Services is
responsible for the administration of this by-law.

4.02 Effective Date: This By-law shall come into force thirty (30) days after the
publication of the notice of intention to designate in a newspaper with
general circulation in the municipality.

Section 5.00: Repeals
5.01 Repeal: By-law 2000-068 is repealed.

Section 4: Location of Heritage Features

The primary heritage feature of the property is the former nineteenth century jail
building which is located on the west side of the property facing Victoria Avenue
North.

Section 5: Statement of Reasons for Designation

Design and Physical Value

50 Victoria Avenue North has design and physical value as an excellent and
representative example of a mid-nineteenth century jail constructed in the
Romanesque Revival style. This style, which was widely used in public buildings,
including correctional facilities, across North America in the mid- to late-
nineteenth century, is characterized by its use of heavy masonry including rough
faced stone, rounded arches, deep window and door openings, compact and
block plans, and a massive and imposing appearance. The former jail includes
many of these key features, including its bands of large round arched windows
on the west elevation and recessed central entrance. The property is
representative of the use of this style in correctional facilities in Ontario in the
mid-nineteenth century. It is also unique as the primary correctional facility in the
former Victoria County and the largest historic jail in the municipality.

Historical and Associative Value

50 Victoria Avenue North has historical and associated value as the former
Victoria County jail. Constructed in 1863, the building was designed by noted
Toronto architecture William G. Storm whose firm, Cumberland and Storm, was
one of the most prominent architectural firms in nineteenth century Ontario and
designed a significant number of institutional buildings, including jails, throughout
the province. The building was constructed when Victoria County separated from
Peterborough County to become its own municipality and the new jail was
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intended to bring the judicial centre of the county into Lindsay, as opposed to
Peterborough. The building served continuously as a correctional facility until
2003 with the construction of the Central East Correctional Facility. It yields
information regarding the history of criminal justice and incarceration in both the
former Town of Lindsay and Victoria County as well as the role of Lindsay more
broadly as a regional administrative centre beginning in the mid-nineteenth
century.

Contextual Value

50 Victoria Avenue North has contextual value as a local landmark. The jail is
known and recognized throughout the community as the former provincial jail. It
is situated at a prominent location at the intersection of Victoria Avenue North
and Colborne Street West. The property is historically and visually linked to its
surroundings on the block which contain the former Victoria County Courthouse,
now used as the City of Kawartha Lakes City Hall, and the former Land Registry
Office. These three buildings formed a key administrative and legal centre in the
former Victoria County and retain their visual coherence through their historic
architectural forms and continued use as important community institutions.

Section 6: Heritage Attributes

The Reasons for Designation include the following heritage attributes and apply
to all elevations, unless otherwise specified, and the roof including: all fagades,
entrances, windows, chimneys, and trim, together with construction materials of
wood, brick, stone, stucco, concrete, plaster parging, metal, glazing, their related
building techniques and landscape features.

Design and Physical Features

The architectural features of this property are demonstrative of the Romanesque
Revival style used in the building and its role as a representative example of a
Romanesque Revival correctional facility.

Background:

Under the City of Kawartha Lakes’ delegated authority by-law for the alteration of
designated heritage properties (By-law 2019-154), approvals for minor alterations to
properties designated individually under Part IV of the Act are delegated to staff in
consultation with the Kawartha Lakes Municipal Heritage Committee. Minor alterations
are defined in the by-law and include changes to the property including, but not limited
to, the replacement of exterior elements, additions, the construction of accessory
structures, hard landscaping, and the installation of utilities.

1 King Street West is designated individually under the Ontario Heritage Act by By-law
2024-130, which is a replacement for an older by-law. The by-law is attached to this
report as Appendix A. The property contains Coronation Hall which was constructed in
1911 as a performance hall and municipal office for the former Village of Omemee. It
has significant association with Lady Eaton who was born in Omemee and donated the
building to the village and is only one of a handful of Prairie-style public buildings in
Ontario. The property is currently owned by the City of Kawartha Lakes and is used
both for a public hall and rental facility and for the Omemee Service Centre.

The 2025 Capital Projects budget allocated funds for a complete envelope restoration of
1 King Street West. This project will restore and repair the exterior of the building for its
long-term conservation. A site plan and elevations highlighting the areas where
restoration is required and their treatment is attached as Appendix B. Building and
Property staff will attend the Committee’s February 6 meeting to provide an overview of
the envelope restoration project and its details.

Rationale:

Staff are supportive of the approval of this application. The envelope restoration of this
building is intended to ensure the long-term protection and conservation of Coronation
Hall, both as a community landmark and as an active City facility.

Other Alternatives Considered:
There are no recommended alternatives.

Financial/Operation Impacts:

There are no financial or operational impacts as the result of the recommendations of
this report. This project has been allocated funds through the 2025 Capital Projects
budget.

A By-law to repeal and replace By-law 2003-038 which designates 1 King Street
West, Village of Omemee in the City of Kawartha Lakes as being of Cultural
Heritage Value or Interest under Part IV of the Ontario Heritage Act.

Recitals

1.  Section 31 of the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.0. 1990, provides that the
Council of a municipality may repeal a by-law passed under Section 29
of the Act designating a property within the boundaries of the
municipality at Council’s initiative.

2. A Notice of Intention to Repeal By-law 2003-038 designating 1 King
Street West, Village of Omemee has been given in accordance with
Section 31 of the Ontario Heritage Act.

3.  No objection to the proposed repeal of the designating by-law has been
served on the Clerk of the City.

4. Section 29 of the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.0. 1990, provides that the
Council of a municipality may pass a by-law to designate a property
within the boundaries of the municipality as being of cultural heritage
value or interest.

5. A Notice of Intention to Designate 1 King Street West, Village of
Omemee described further in Schedule A, has been given in
accordance with Section 29 of the Ontario Heritage Act.

6. No objection to the proposed designation has been served on the Clerk
of the City.

7. Council has consulted with its Municipal Heritage Committee.

“Municipal Heritage Committee” means the Kawartha Lakes Municipal
Heritage Committee which makes recommendations to Council and is
established under Section 28 of the Ontario Heritage Act;

“Ontario Heritage Act” or “the Act” means the Ontario Heritage Act,
R.S.0. 1990, c. 0.18, as amended or any successor thereof;

“Property” means property as set out in Section 2.01.
Interpretation Rules:

(a) The Schedules attached to this by-law form part of the by-law, and are
enforceable as such.

(b) The words “include” and “including” are not to be read as limiting the
meaning of a word or term to the phrases or descriptions that follow.

Statutes: References to laws in this by-law are meant to refer to the
statutes, as amended from time to time, that are applicable within the
Province of Ontario.

in Schedule A shall be made without written consent from the City.

Design and Physical Value

1 King Street West, also known as Coronation Hall, has design and physical
value as a rare example of a Prairie style public building in Ontario. The Prairie
style developed in the American Midwest in the early twentieth century in the
work of architect Frank Lloyd Wright and is characterized by its strong horizontal
lines, limited ornamentation, geometric qualities and natural colour palette. While
relatively popular in the United States, its use in Canada was limited, particularly
in public buildings. Coronation Hall is a rare example of its use in a municipal
building and concert hall and displays key characteristics of the style such as
horizontal lines, a low pitched hipped roof, neutral colour palette and strong use
of geometric forms. The interior is also a well-preserved example of an early
twentieth century concert hall.

Historical and Associative Value

1 King Street West has historical and associative value in its association with
Flora McCrae, Lady Eaton, who commissioned the hall in 1911 as a gift to the
village, and in its role as the former Town Hall for the Village of Omemee. Lady
Eaton was born in Omemee in 1879 and married John Craig Eaton, the younger
son of Eaton’s store founder Timothy Eaton, who she met in Toronto while
working as a nurse. Lady Eaton was a significant philanthropist in the early
decades of the twentieth century and, in particular, made substantial
contributions to her home town, including funding the construction of Coronation
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Hall. The building served as a concert hall as well as the Town Hall for the
village, which it had been without since the separation of Omemee from the rest
of Emily Township in 1874.

Contextual Value

1 King Street West has contextual value as a significant local landmark in the
village of Omemee and as a contributing feature to its historic small town
streetscape. The building has served as a concert hall and municipal building
since its construction in 1911 and is a well-used and recognized community
space in the village. It forms part of the historic streetscape of King Street East
and West which forms the core of the village and is comprised of a range of
historic building in various late nineteenth and early twentieth century styles. The
subject property maintains and supports this historic landscape and is one of its
anchor buildings at the corner of Sturgeon and King Streets.

Background:

Under the City of Kawartha Lakes’ delegated authority by-law for the alteration of
designated heritage properties (By-law 2019-154), approvals for minor alterations to
properties designated individually under Part IV of the Act are delegated to staff in
consultation with the Kawartha Lakes Municipal Heritage Committee. Minor alterations
are defined in the by-law and include changes to the property including, but not limited
to, the replacement of exterior elements, additions, the construction of accessory
structures, hard landscaping, and the installation of utilities.

932 Highway 7 is designated individually under the Ontario Heritage Act by By-law
2023-073. The by-law is attached to this report as Appendix A. The property contains
the former Mariposa School Section 12 school which was constructed in 1913 as a
replacement for an older schoolhouse. It is an important community landmark in the
hamlet of Oakwood and has a particularly high degree of craftsmanship through its
execution of the Beaux-Arts style. The property currently houses the Oakwood branch
of the Kawartha Lakes Public Library.

The 2025 Capital Project budget has allocated funds for the restoration of the stairs and
brick entryway for the Oakwood Library. This project will repair and replace brickwork
at the front and back entrances of the building to repair area where there has been
sever deterioration due to both age and de-icing salt, as well as generally repairing
brickwork that is deteriorating. Elevation drawings and a site plan outlining the areas of
repair are attached as Appendix B. Building and Property staff will attend the
Committee’s February 6 meeting to provide an overview of the restoration project and
its details.

Rationale:
Staff are supportive of the approval of this application. The restoration will help support
the long-term conservation of the building and its masonry elements.

There are no recommended alternatives.

ALL SITE CONDITIONS, NOISE RESTRICTIONS, WORK AREA RESTRICTIONS, PROTECTION REQUIREMENTS, ACCESS
RESTRICTIONS, ETC. NO EXTRAS WILL BE ENTERTAINED FOR INCONVENIENCES AFTER THE AWARD OF THIS
CONTRACT.

IN PARTICULAR, THE WORK INCLUDES BUT IS NOT NECESSARILY LIMITED TO THE FOLLOWING:

.1 THE INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE OF HOARDING, DUST PROTECTION, SITE PROTECTION, CONSTRUCTION
SIGNAGE, ETC. AROUND EACH AREA OF WORK AS DESCRIBED IN SECTION 01 56 00.

.2 REMOVAL OF THE DETERIORATED BOTTOM COURSES OF THE EXISTING MASONRY BRICK WALL AT THE NORTH
AND SOUTH ENTRANCE VESTIBULES AS SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS. TEMPORARILY SUPPORT ABOVE—GRADE
BRICK MASONRY AND REPLACE WITH NEW ARCHITECTURAL CONCRETE MASONRY UNITS.

.3 LOCALIZED MASONRY REPAIRS INCLUDING MORTAR JOINT REPOINTING, BRICK REPLACEMENT, STONE REPAIRS,
AND MASONRY TIE INSTALLATION AS INDICATED ON THE DRAWINGS.

.4  BUILDING ENVELOPE SEALANT REPLACEMENT AT LOCATIONS SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS.

.5 REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL OF THE EXISTING NORTH ENTRANCE STAIR STRUCTURE, INCLUDING GUARDRAILS,
GRANULAR MATERIALS, FOUNDATION WALLS, FOOTING, ETC. AND CONSTRUCTION OF NEW REINFORCED
CAST—IN—PLACE CONCRETE ENTRANCE STAIR STRUCTURE, COMPLETE WITH FABRICATION, SUPPLY AND
INSTALLATION OF NEW GUARDRAILS AND HANDRAILS, FADS UPGRADES, ETC. AS SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS.

.6 LOCALIZED CONCRETE REPAIRS AT SOUTH CONCRETE ENTRANCE STAIR AS INDICATED ON THE DRAWINGS.

.7 REMOVAL OF EXISTING HANDRAIL AND FABRICATION, SUPPLY, INSTALLATION, AND LOAD TESTING OF NEW
GUARDRAILS AND HANDRAILS AT SOUTH ENTRANCE STAIRS, AS SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS.

.8  INSTALLATION OF NEW HARD AND SOFT LANDSCAPING ELEMENTS (I.E. CONCRETE CURBS, SIDEWALKS/
SLABS—ON—GRADE, TOPSOIL AND SOD, ETC.) AROUND THE NEW STAIR STRUCTURES, AS SHOWN ON THE
DRAWINGS.

.9 WHOLESALE PREPARATION AND REPAINTING OF EXISTING DOORS, WHERE SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS (3
TOTAL).

.10 REPAIR OF ALL AREAS DAMAGED BY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY; SPECIFICALLY, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL REPAIR
ALL DAMAGE RESULTING FROM THE CONSTRUCTION TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE CONSULTANT INCLUDING
REPAIR OF FINISHES, REPLACEMENT OF LANDSCAPING FEATURES, ETC., IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CONTRACT
DOCUMENTS WHICH HAVE BEEN DAMAGED.

.12 FINAL CLEANING OF STRUCTURE, FIXTURES, WALLS, LANDSCAPING, WINDOWS, DOORS, ETC., AND THE
DISPOSAL ALL WASTE PRODUCTS AND/ OR DEBRIS GENERATED BY THE CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY AS WELL AS
ANY MATERIAL PRESENT IN THE WORK AREA PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF THE WORK. THE AREAS
REQUIRING CLEANING SHALL CONSIST OF ALL AREAS AFFECTED BY THE WORK.

THE CONTRACTOR IS TO INSTALL AND MAINTAIN HOARDING AND DUST PROTECTION AROUND THE WORK AREAS AS
OUTLINED IN SPECIFICATION SECTION 01 56 Q0.

POSITION AND ADJUST HOARDING TO MAINTAIN VEHICLE AND PEDESTRIAN TRAFFIC FLOW AND MINIMIZE SITE
RESTRICTIONS, ESPECIALLY AT PUBLIC THOROUGHFARES.

WHERE NECESSARY, PROVIDE FLAGGERS TO MAINTAIN SAFE VEHICLE AND PEDESTRIAN TRAFFIC FLOW AROUND
WORK AREAS. COST FOR THE USE OF FLAGGERS AND OTHER TRAFFIC CONTROL MEANS AND METHODS IS
INCLUDED IN THE CONTRACT PRICE.

ALL HOARDING IS TO BE LOCKED AND SECURE WHEN SITE IS NOT IN USE. CONTRACTOR TO PROVIDE KEYS TO
OWNER FOR EMERGENCY ACCESS TO THE HOARDED AREAS.

THE CONTRACTOR IS TO PROVIDE HOARDING, BARRICADES, AND CONSTRUCTION SIGNAGE ON THE INTERIOR SIDE
OF EACH ENTRANCE / EXIT DOOR CLOSED FOR CONSTRUCTION TO KEEP THE PUBLIC AND BUILDING PATRONS

FROM USING THOSE ENTRANCE / EXIT DOORS DURING THE REPAIR WORK. WORK INCLUDES PHYSICAL BARRIERS
TO KEEP DOORS SHUT DURING THE WORK.

5.0 PHASING NOTES:

IN. GENERAL, THE WORK IS TO BE PERFORMED IN TWO (2) MAJOR PHASES ——ONE ENTRANCE AT A TIME—— TO
MAINTAIN ACCESS TO/ EGRESS FROM THE BUILDING FOR STAFF, PUBLIC, AND EMERGENCY PURPOSES.

MAINTAIN THE PHASING REQUIREMENTS SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS AND AS OUTLINED IN SPECIFICATION SECTIONS
01 11 00 AND 01 11 01. THE CONTRACTOR'S WORK AREAS ARE TO BE FULLY ENCLOSED. THE CONTRACTOR
WILL BE REQUIRED TO COORDINATE DOOR AND WORK AREA CLOSURES WITH THE OWNER'S REPRESENTATIVE AND
AUTHORITIES HAVING JURISDICTION AT LEAST ONE (1) WEEK IN ADVANCE OF CLOSURES.

THE CONTRACTOR IS TO ENSURE ACCESS TO WORK AREAS IS RESTRICTED TO THE CONTRACTOR'S STAFF, THE
CONSULTANT AND THE OWNER.

TO ENSURE VEHICLE AND PEDESTRIAN TRAFFIC FLOW IS MAINTAINED, REFER TO SPECIFICATION SECTION 01 56 00
AND SIGNAGE NOTES FOR CONSTRUCTION SIGNAGE REQUIREMENTS.

6.0 TEMPORARY WORK:

3.0 EXISTING CONDITIONS :

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL DESIGN, PROVIDE, ERECT, MAINTAIN, REMOVE AND ASSUME FULL AND SOLE
RESPONSIBILITY FOR ALL TEMPORARY WORK REQUIRED FOR THE SAFE AND COMPLETE EXECUTION OF THE WORK.

IN THE EXECUTION OF THE TEMPORARY WORK AND FOR THE DURATION OF THE CONTRACT, THE CONTRACTOR
SHALL MAKE ADEQUATE PROVISION FOR ALL LIKELY CONSTRUCTION LOADING AND PROVIDE SUFFICIENT BRACING
AND PROPS TO KEEP THE WORK PLUMB, ALIGNED AND FREE FROM EXCESSIVE DEFLECTION.

ACCESS OF HEAVY CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT AND ACCUMULATION OF CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS ON THE FLOORS
ARE NOT PERMITTED, UNLESS SUCH HAVE BEEN CATERED FOR IN THE CONTRACTOR’S TEMPORARY WORK DESIGN
TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE ENGINEER.

COSTS OF ALL TEMPORARY WORK IS TO BE INCLUDED IN THE CONTRACT PRICE.

SUBMIT SHOP DRAWINGS FOR ALL TEMPORARY WORK FOR REVIEW BEFORE FABRICATION COMMENCES. SHOP
DRAWINGS SHALL BE SEALED BY A PROFESSIONAL ENGINEER LICENSED IN THE PROVINCE OF ONTARIO.

THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS ARE BASED ON ASSUMED AS—BUILT DIMENSIONS FOR THE EXISTING SITE AND
BUILDING AND ASSUMPTIONS IN ACCORDANCE WITH DETAILING AND PLACING PRACTICE. THESE ASSUMPTIONS MAY
VARY FROM THE ACTUAL ON-SITE CONDITIONS. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL IMMEDIATELY INFORM THE CONSULTANT
OF ANY ACTUAL VARIATIONS FROM ASSUMED CONDITIONS.

MINOR MODIFICATIONS WILL BE REQUIRED TO THE WORK INDICATED ON THESE DRAWINGS TO REFLECT ACTUAL
SITE CONDITIONS. THE CONTRACTOR WILL COOPERATE WITH THE CONSULTANT IN THIS REGARD. MINOR
MODIFICATIONS WILL BECOME THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR AND WILL NOT RESULT IN A CHANGE IN
THE CONTRACT PRICE.

ENSURE THAT ALL NECESSARY JOB DIMENSIONS ARE TAKEN AND ALL TRADES ARE COORDINATED FOR THE
PROPER EXECUTION OF THE WORK. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL ASSUME COMPLETE RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE
ACCURACY AND COMPLETENESS OF SUCH DIMENSIONS, AND FOR COORDINATION.

PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION OF ANY NEW ELEMENTS, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL COMPLETE THIS SITE REVIEW OF
CRITICAL "TIE—IN" DIMENSIONS AND CONFIRM ALL DIMENSIONS TO ENSURE PROPER FIT OF NEW WORK TO
EXISTING. REPORT ANY DISCREPANCIES TO THE CONSULTANT PRIOR TO STARTING WORK.

COMMENCEMENT OF CONSTRUCTION OR ANY PART THEREOF CONSTITUTES ACCEPTANCE OF THE EXISTING CONDITIONS
AND MEANS THE DIMENSIONS AND ELEVATIONS HAVE BEEN CONSIDERED, VERIFIED AND AREA ACCEPTABLE.

ANY OPENINGS THAT ARE NOT SHOWN OR INDICATED ON THE DRAWINGS SHALL BE REPORTED TO THE
CONSULTANT FOR REVIEW. THESE OPENINGS MAY NOT BE ALLOWED, MAY HAVE TO BE MOVED, OR MAT REQUIRE
ADDITIONAL STRUCTURAL WORK AND DETAILING. DO NOT PROCEED WITH THESE OPENINGS WITHOUT WRITTEN
PERMISSION FROM RJC.

UNLESS NOTED OTHERWISE, AT ALL LOCATIONS WHERE NEW CONCRETE WILL BE IN CONTACT WITH EXISTING
CONCRETE SURFACES, THE EXISTING CONCRETE SURFACE IS TO BE ROUGHENED TO AN AMPLITUDE OF 6mm.
REFER TO APPROPRIATE DETAILS AND SPECIFICATION SECTIONS.

CONTRACTOR TO ENSURE THAT UNDERGROUND, EMBEDDED, OR BURIED SERVICES ARE NOT DAMAGED THROUGH
DEMOLITION, SAWCUTTING, HOLE AUGURING, OR OTHER CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES. CONTRACTOR TO PERFORM
UTILITY LOCATES PRIOR TO COMMENCING DEMOLITION.

CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR TEMPORARY MODIFICATIONS TO, AND REINSTATEMENT AND/OR REPLACEMENT
OF, EXISTING ARCHITECTURAL FINISHES, ELECTRICAL AND MECHANICAL SERVICES, DRAINAGE PIPING, ETC. AS

REQUIRED TO PERFORM THE WORK. REINSTATED AND/OR REPLACED ELEMENTS ARE TO MATCH PRE—EXISTING
CONDITIONS.

FASTENING TO EXISTING MATERIALS:

UNLESS NOTED OTHERWISE, THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS APPLY TO ALL CONNECTIONS BETWEEN EXISTING AND
NEW MATERIALS:

A.  USE ONLY SPECIFIED PRODUCTS.

B. ON SITE TRAINING — THE CONTRACTOR SHALL RETAIN A MANUFACTURER’S REPRESENTATIVE TO PROVIDE
ON—SITE ANCHOR INSTALLATION TRAINING FOR ALL PROPRIETARY PRODUCTS SPECIFIED. THE CONTRACTORS
PERSONNEL MUST BE TRAINED PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF INSTALLING ANCHOR.

C. THE CONTRACTOR IS TO RETAIN A THIRD PARTY MATERIALS TESTING AGENCY EXPERIENCED WITH THE
INSTALLATION OF ANCHORS TO PROVIDE AN ON—GOING SERVICE OF ON-SITE QUALITY CONTROL REVIEWS TO
ENSURE THAT ANCHORS ARE BEING INSTALLED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE MANUFACTURER'S RECOMMENDED
SPECIFICATIONS AND INSTALLATION PROCEDURES. QUALITY ASSURANCE REPORTS FROM THE TESTING AGENCY
ARE TO BE SUBMITTED TO RJC AFTER EACH SITE VISIT. AT THE END OF THE PROJECT, THE TESTING AGENCY
IS TO PROVIDE A LETTER SIGNED BY A REGISTERED ENGINEER STATING THAT THE GENERAL INSTALLATION OF
ANCHORS FOR THE PROJECT IS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE RECOMMENDED INSTALLATION PRACTICE AS
SPECIFIED BY THE MANUFACTURER.

D. A REPRESENTATIVE SAMPLE OF ANCHORS IS TO BE TESTED FOR EACH TYPE OF ANCHOR SPECIFIED. TESTING
SHALL BE CARRIED OUT BY A TESTING AGENCY APPOINTED AND PAID FOR THE CONTRACTOR USING THE
MATERIAL TESTING ALLOWANCE. ANCHORS WHICH FAIL THE LOAD TEST SHALL BE REPLACED BY THE
CONTRACTOR AT THE CONTRACTOR’S COST. IF THE FAILURE RATE EXCEEDS 1 IN 10 FOR A TYPE OF
ANCHOR, ALL ANCHORS ARE TO BE TESTED.

E. ALL DOWELS TO EXISTING CONCRETE STRUCTURE ARE TO BE INSTALLED WITH HILITI HIT HY 200 ADHESIVE,
USING STANDARD EMBEDMENT U.N.O.
