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Original Mandatory connection By-law

o City of Kawartha Lakes endorsed first
mandatory connection by-law on April 12,
2005 known as By-law 2005-25 "A By-law to
Require Owners of Buildings to Connect such
Buildings to water works and wastewater
works in the city of Kawartha Lakes"

o General intent of by-law was to ensure
property owners in cKL connected to
municipal services as they became available

Lean Six Sigma Black Belt Project

o ln 2014 Bylaw 2005-75 was reviewed by
multiple departments and a number of
deficiencies were determ i ned

o As there were too many deficiencies , a new
by-law was created to address concerns

By-Law 2014-255 "A By-Law to Require Owners
of Buildings to Connect Such Buildings to
Drinking Water Systems And/Or Wastewater
Collection Systems in the City of Kawartha
Lakes"

o Need for phased in approach for
implementation
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Pilot Project in Fenelon Falls

o At the beginning of the pilot project there were 30
properties that qualified for connection to either
water, wastewater or both municipal services

o 11 were removed from the pilot due to restrictions
on wastewater capacity at the time

o To date:
22 of the 25 properties have received a conditional
exemptions to connect at this time by council
2 properties connected
1 property is currently with by-law enforcement due to
non-compliance

Exempted Properties

o Properties in Fenelon Falls were
conditionally exempted on the premise
that both water & wastewater services
were not available at this time

o Will be required to connect once
wastewater is avai lable to help reduce
cost for installation

o Are still required to pay the monthly fixed
rate portion of the Water Rates
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Benefits of being connected to Municipal
Wate r/Wastewate r Se rvi ces
Properties adjacent to but not connected to existinq water
and/or wastewater infrastructure are still benefittind from
the services being available to them with.
o lncreased property values

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Recent Amendment

o Based on benefitting factors Council directed
the By-law be amended in Sept 2017 to
charge thos.e properties that meet the
requirements for mandatory connection the
annual fixed rate costs after 3 months notice

o Amended by-law enables recovery of an
approximate $00,000 per year in additional
revenue (based on 201 B rates)

o This revenue will help cover basic costs for
maintenance and replacement of existing
infrastructure

o Option 1= Continue to implement by-law
as written with remaining properties in
Kawartha Lakes being provided
notification for con nection.
- - 25 - 30 properties per group

o Property owners will be given 1B months
to connect as well as
disconnect/decommission existing private
servtces
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Mov ng Forward Option 2

o Option 2= Amend current By-law to
require property owners who meet the
requirements of mandatory connection to
connect to available municipal water
and/or wastewater services upon failure of
their private infrastructure (private well or
septic)

o Property Owner's would continue to pay
Fixed Rate as per current by-law
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Moving Fonvard rr Option 3

o Option 3: Amend current by-law to extend
timeframe to connect following notification
from the current 18 months to 36 months

o This will allow property owners more time
to come into compliance and allow more
time to prepare for connection costs
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Staff Recommendation

o Staff will be recommending Option 2 in a
report to Council on September 25,20 1B

o Staff are recommending that the by-law be
amended to require property owners who are
subject to mandatory connection, Gonnect at
such time as their private infrastructure fails

o This has the least fi nancial impact on
residents and also alleviates pressures on
departmental resou rces
