Designation Requests: Staff have received requests for designation for properties 

located at 1470 Highway 7A (the Old Bethany Post Office), Bethany, 1590 Elm Tree 

Road, Ops Township and 15 Dodd Street, Fenelon Falls. Staff have met with and 

undertaken site visits for all three properties and will be preparing heritage evaluation 

reports for the Committee’s consideration.
