Recitals

1. Section 29 of the Ontario HeritageAct, R.S.O. 1990, provides that the Council of a

municipality may pass a bylaw designating a property within the boundaries of the
municipality to be of cultural heritage value or interest.

2. Notice of lntention to DesignateT4l Janetville Road, Janetville, Gity of Kawartha
Lakes, described further in Schedule "A", has been given in accordance with Section

29 of the Ontario Heritage Act.

g. No objection to the proposed designation has been served on the Clerk of the Gity,

4. Reasons for Designation are set forth in Schedule 'A"-

Accordingly, the Gouncil of The Corporation of the Gity of Karvartha Lakes
enacts this By-law 2A18-14d..

Section 1.00: Definitions and lnterpretation

1.01 Definitions: ln this by-law,

"Cit!", *Gity of Kawartha Lakes" or n'Kawartha Lakes" means The
Corporation of the Gity of Kawartha Lakes and includes its entire
geographic area;

'City Glerk" means the person appointed by Council to carry out the
duties of the clerk described in section 228 of the Municipal Act, 2001;

"Council" or "Gity Gouncil" means the municipal councilfor the City;

"Director of Development Selvices" means the person who holds that
position and his or her delegate(s) or, in the event of organizational
changes, another person designated by Council;

"Property" means property as set out in Section 2.01'

1.02 lnbrpretation Rules:

(a) The schedules aftached to this by-lawform part of the by-law, and

are enforceable as such.
(b) The words "indude" and 'including" are not to be read as limiting

the meaning of a word or term to the phrases or descriptions that
follow.



1.03 Statutes: References to laws in this by-law are meant to refer to the
statutes, as amended from time to time, that are applicable wiihin the
Province of Ontario.

1.04 Severability: lf a court or tribunal of competent jurisdiction declares any
portion of this by-law to be illegal or unenforceable, that portion of this by-
law shall be considered to be severed from the balance of the by-law,
which shall continue to operate in fullforce and effect.

$ection 2.AO: Designation
2.U 746 Janetville Road, Janetville, City of Kawartha Lakes, is designated as

being of historic interest and value, described further in Schedule "A'. This
designation shall not preclude any changes that may be deemed
necessary for the efficient use of the building but that any and all such
changes shall be in keeping with the original and present character of the
building and in consultation with the municipal heritage commiftee.

2.42 The City is hereby authorized to cause a copy of this byJaw to be
registered against the property described above in the proper Land
Registry Office.

2.03 The Clerk is hereby authorized to cause a copy of this byJaw to be served
on the owner of the afpresaid property and on the Ontario Heritage Trust,
and to cause notice of the passing of this by-law to be published in the
newspaper.

Section 3.00: Enforcement, Offence and Penalties

3.01 Enfg{qgmeu!: This by-law may be enforced by every municipal law
enforcement officer and police officer.

3.02 9ffencg and Penaltq: lt is an offence for a person to contravene any
provision of this bt:law, and every person who contravenes this by-law is
guilty of an offence and, on conviction, is liable to a fine in accordance with
the provisions of lhe Provineial AffencesAcf and to any other applicable
penalty.

Section 4.00: Administration and Effective Date

Description of Property

The property is located north of Manvers Drive on the east side of Janetville
Road and south of Highway 57 between Highway 35 and Lake Scugog.

Reason for Designation:

Architectural Design or Physical Value;

This stately Queen Anne Revival home is a landmark to the area, the home
retains much of its original character. The home is a Georgian centre hall plan
with extensive ltalianate and Greek Revival detail. Also noteworlhy are three
interior archways on the second floorfoyer in the home as well as Greek which
are characteristic of this home's elaborate and ornate detail.

Historical Significance;

The building in question is the main house located an746 Janetville Road, which
was constructed in 1880. Dubbed "The Big Mansion" the house was constructed
by Dr. John Mac,Alpine in anticipation of the railthatwas expected to pass the
area. The interior of the house has been restored.

Attributes to be Conserved:

r Buff brickwork, original windows and shutter$, two sets of double front
doors with etched glass

; Exterior 4-pane and double-hung windows
r Two-storey ltalianate verandas, which includes a polaza (ltalianate) on the

ground floor tenace and a balcony with French doors on the first and
second floors

c lnlaid parquet floorings in the main entrance
r Two fireplaces on the second floor -1) original Eastlake fireplace in the

library, 2) fireplace in the master bedroom with Gothic style mantel.
r Vaulted ceiling in the second floor library
r One main Jacobean staircase in the foyer leading to the second floor
* Decorative balustrade across the top of landing
